Ahora que se acerca la celebracion del 475 aniversario de las apariciones de Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe, quiero
compartir con ustedes algunos de los asombrosos descubrimientos de los estudios que se han hecho a su bendita
imagen.

1. Estudios oftalmoldgicos realizados a los ojos de Maria han detectado que al acercarles la luz, la retina se contrae y
al retirar la luz se vuelve a dilatar, exactamente como ocurre en un ojo vivo. La ciencia descubrioé que los ojos de
Maria poseen los tres efectos de refraccion de la imagen de un ojo humano. En sus ojos (de tan sélo 7y 8
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milimetros) se descubrieron diminutas imagenes humanas, que ningln artista podria pintar. Son dos escenas y las
dos se repiten en ambos ojos. La imagen del obispo Zumarraga en los ojos de Maria fue agrandada mediante
tecnologia digital, revelando que en sus ojos esta retratada la imagen del indio Juan Diego abriendo su tilma frente
al obispo. El tamafio de esta imagen es de una cuarta parte de un millonésimo de milimetro.

La temperatura de la fibra de maguey de que esta hecha la tilma mantiene una temperatura constante de 36.6
grados, la misma que el cuerpo de una persona viva.

Uno de los médicos que analizd la tilma colocd su estetoscopio debajo de la cinta negra que Maria tiene (sefial de
su embarazo) y escuchd latidos que ritmicamente se repiten a 115 pulsaciones por minuto, igual que un bebé en el
vientre materno.

No se ha descubierto ningun rastro de pintura en la tela. De hecho, a una distancia de 10 centimetros de la
imagen, sdlo se ve la tela de maguey en crudo: los colores desaparecen. Los estudios cientificos no logran
descubrir el origen de la coloracion que forma la imagen, ni la forma en que la misma fue pintada. No se detectan
rastros de pincelgdas ni de otra técnica de pintura conocida. Los cientificos de la NASA afirmaron que el material
que origina los colores no es ninguno de los elementos conocidos en la tierra. Se ha hecho pasar un rayo laser en
forma lateral sobre la tela, detectandose que la coloracion de la misma no esta ni en el anverso ni en el reverso,
sino que los colores flotan a una distancia de tres décimas de milimetro sobre el tejido, sin tocarlo. Los colores
flotan en el aire, sobre la superficie de la tela.

La fibra de maguey que constituye la tela de la imagen, no puede perdurar mas de 20 0 30 afos. Hace varios siglos
se pintd una réplica de la imagen en una tela de fibra de maguey similar y la misma se desintegré después de
varias décadas. Mientras tanto, a casi 500 afios del milagro, la imagen de Maria sigue tan firme como el primer dia.
La ciencia no ha podido explicar el por qué de la incorruptibilidad de la tela. En el afio 1791 se vuelca
accidentalmente acido muriatico en el lado superior derecho de la tela. En un palso de 30 dias, sin tratamiento
alguno, se reconstituye el tejido dafiado.

Las estrellas visible en el manto de Maria reflejan la exacta configuracion y posicion que el cielo de México
presentaba el dia en que se produjo el milagro.

A principios del siglo XX, un hombre escondié una bomba de alto poder entre un arreglo floral, el cual coloco a los
pies de la tilma. La explosion destruyo todo alrededor, menos la tilma, que permanecid en perfecto estado de
conservacion.

Desde hace 475 afios, su mensaje sigue resonando por toda la tierra: "¢éNO ESTOY AQUI YO QUE SOY TU MADRE?"

Now that we are nearing the 475th anniversary celebration of the apparitions of Our Lady of Guadalupe, I would like to
share with you some of the impressive discoveries of the studies that have been done of her holy image.

1.

Ophthalmologic studies conducted on the eyes of Mary have detected that as light nears the retina contracts and as
the light is removed it causes the eyes to dilate just as though it would happen to a live eye. Scientific discoveries
have noted that the eyes of Mary present the three image reflections of the human eye. It was discovered in her
eyes (only 7 and 8 millimeters) that there were diminutive images of humans that no artist could paint. There are
two scenes and they are repeated in both eyes. The image of Bishop Zumarraga in the eyes of Mary was enlarged
through the use of digital technology revealing that in her eyes there is a picture of the image of the indigenous
Juan Diego opening his tilma before the bishop. The size of this image is 1/4 of the size of one millionth of
millimeter.

The temperature of the fiber of the agave which the tilma is made of maintains a constant temperature of 36.6
degrees, the same as a live human body.

One of the medical experts who analyzed the tilma placed his stethoscope under the black sash that Mary wears
(symbol of her pregnancy) and he heard beating that rhythmically repeat 115 pulses per minute, the same as a
baby in the maternal womb.

There has been no discovery of any trace of paint on the fabric. Consequently, at a distance of 10 centimeters
from the image only the raw fabric of the agave is seen; the colors disappear. The scientific studies of NASA
confirm that the materials which form the color are not any known element from the earth.

The fiber of the agave which makes up the cloth of the image cannot endure more than 20 or 30 years. Many
centuries ago a replica of the image was painted on a similar cloth made of the fiber of the agave similar and it
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date that the miracle happened.

disintegrated after several decades. In the meantime, almost 500 years of the miracle, the image of Mary still
remains firm as it happened in the beginning. Scientists have not been able to explain why the fabric is
incorruptible. In 1791 some acid was accidentally spilled on the front side of the cloth. In a period of 30 days
without any treatment of any kind the fibers of the damaged cloth were repaired.

6. The visible stars on Mary'’s cloak reflect the exact configuration and position that Mexico’s sky presented on the

7. At the beginning of the 20th century, a man placed a bomb in the floral arrangement at the foot of the cloth. The
explosion destroyed everything around it except the cloth which remained in perfect shape.

For 475 years now, her message resounds throughout this earth: “Am I not here, I who am your Mother?”
