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―Las Posadas‖ son fiestas que tienen como fin preparar la Navidad. Comienzan el 16 y terminan el 24 de diciembre. 

Veamos un poco de su historia. (1) En 1586 se publicó una bula papal ordenando que se instituyera una ―Misa de 

Aguinaldo‖; es decir, una Misa Navideña de Regalos. Era una especie de novena que se llevaría a cabo en cada uno 
de los nueve días antes del 25 de diciembre. (2) Los antiguos mexicanos (nahuas) celebraban en la época invernal, 

durante nueve días, el advenimiento de ―Huitzilopochtli‖ (dios de la guerra). Lo hacían durante el mes llamado 
―panquetzaliztli‖, correspondiente en el calendario Juliano (antecesor del calendario Gregoriano que se basa en el 

movimiento del sol para medir el tiempo) al lapso de tiempo que va del 7 al 26 de diciembre, temporada que coincid-

ía con la práctica europea de celebrar la Navidad. (3) Los misioneros españoles que llegaron a México a fines del si-
glo XVI aprovecharon estas costumbres religiosas para inculcar en los nativos el espíritu evangélico y dieron a las 

fiestas aztecas un sentido cristiano, lo que serviría para recibir a Jesús el día de la Navidad. En el convento de san 
Agustín de Acolman, con los misioneros agustinos, fue donde tuvieron origen las posadas. En 1587, el superior del 

convento de san Agustín de Acolman, fray Diego de Soria, obtuvo del Papa Sixto V un permiso que autorizara en la 
Nueva España (hoy México) la celebración de unas Misas llamadas ―de aguinaldos‖ del 16 al 24 de diciembre. En es-

tas Misas se intercalaban pasajes y escenas de la Navidad. Para hacerlas más atractivas y amenas, se les agregaron 

luces de bengala, cohetes y villancicos; y posteriormente, las piñatas. Originalmente se celebraban en el atrio de la 
iglesia. Luego fueron haciéndose más populares y empezaron a celebrarse en las casas y en los barrios. Las Posadas 

son un ejemplo más de la encarnación del evangelio en una determinada cultura (inculturación).

―The Posadas‖ are feasts that have the objective of preparing for Christmas.  They begin on the 16th and end on the 

24th of December.  Let’s look into a little bit of their history.  (1) In 1586 a papal document was prepared ordering 

the institution of a ―Gift Giving Mass‖; this is to say, a Christmas Mass of Gifts.  It was kind of like a novena that 
would take place on each of the nine days before the 25th of December.  (2) The Ancient Mexicans (Nahuas) cele-

brated in the winter time, for nine days, the coming of ―Huitzilopochtli‖ (god of war).  They did this during the month 
called ―Panquetzaliztli‖, which related to the Julian Calendar (the predecessor to the Gregorian Calendar which was 

based on the solar movement to mark time) interval of time which goes from the 7th to the 26th of December, the 

time period that coincides with the European practice of celebrating Christmas.  (3) The Spanish Missionaries who 
arrived in Mexico at the end of 16th Century took advantage of these religious customs to promote among the na-

tives an evangelical spirit and a Christian meaning was given to the Aztec Feasts, which was to serve as a receiving 
of Jesus on Christmas Day.  The origin of the Posadas began in the convent of St. Augustine of Acolman, with the 

Augustinian Missionaries.  In 1587, the superior of the St. Augustine of Acolman Convent, Friar Diego of Soria, ob-

tained from Pope Sixto V permission to authorize in the New Spain (now Mexico) the celebration of some Masses 
named ―of gifts‖ from the 16th to the 24th of December.  In these Masses passages and scenes of Christmas were 

intertwined.  To make them more attractive and fun, they added fireworks and Christmas Carols; later Piñatas were 
added.  Originally the Posadas were celebrated in the church courtyard.  Then they became more popular and they 

began to celebrate them in homes and neighborhoods.  The Posadas are yet another example of the incarnation of 
the Gospel in a certain culture (enculturation).
