 The St. Maryôs Knights of Columbus 
have a three-phased project for use of the 

original bricks from the construction of St.

 Phase two will consist of selling some of the bricks to

engraved.  This phase will commence in early spring. 
 Phase three will be to sell to parishioners who wish to 

have a commemorative brick(s) placed in projects in our 
renovated church building.  The Knights will set aside a 

large number of these bricks and will discuss this phase, and 

the projects, with parishioners next summer.  Families will 
select their own inscription to be engraved on their brick(s).
