 2nd of February:  Feast of the Presentation of the Lord, forty days after His birth.  It is known as the 

feast of the Candlemas and it is very popular in Mexico and other countries.  This feast ends the popular Christ-
mas feasts which began on December 16th. 

 3rd of February:  The Church commemorates Bishop St. Blaise who was martyred in the year 316 in Se-

bastea, Armenia (known today as Turkey).  He is considered one of the fourteen intercessory saints and he is the 
patron saint of sore throats. 

 5th of February:  The Church celebrates the martyrdom of Philip of Jesus who was born in the city of 
Mexico and was a Franciscan religious.  He was martyred on the 5th of February in 1572 in Nagasaki, Japan.  He 

was canonized in 1862 by Pope Pius IX.  He is the first martyr from Mexico.  His remains are venerated in the 

Metropolitan Cathedral of Mexico.  He is the second patron saint of the Mexican Nation after Our Lady of Guada-
lupe.
