En su carta pastoral a la arquididcesis de San Antonio sobre el llamado de todos a evangelizar, el Arzobispo
José Gomez, ahora coadjutor en Los Angeles comenta sobre la influencia de los medios de comunicacién y
la tecnologia de la informacién en nuestra sociedad. Dice que esta revolucién de la comunicacion humana
esta ya teniendo implicaciones en el sistema politico y otras areas de la sociedad. Hace entonces el arzobis-
po algunas preguntas: “éQue significa para la gente estar siempre “enchufada”, siempre accesible a los
demas por el email, mensajes de texto, sitios de redes sociales y teléfonos mdviles? Con el Florecimiento
de las redes sociales, énos arriesgamos a reducirnos a ser un “rostro” presente a los demas, nos arriesga-
mos a convertirnos en personas que ya no pueden estar solas con sus pensamientos, personas con una ne-
cesidad compulsiva de entretenernos y distraernos?”

“¢Como vamos a proclamar a Cristo en una cultura inundada de tantos mensajes enfrentados? ¢Esta la
cantidad ingente de informacion en nuestra cultura invadiendo nuestra capacidad para la contemplacién,
para la oracién y la conversacion con Dios y para una comunidad verdadera?”

El arzobispo no esta precisamente abogando por una desaparicidn de tales tecnologias y redes sociales.
Continua: “Lo que debemos hacer como iglesia y como creyentes, es encontrar modos de usar esas tecno-
logias para ayudar a nuestros amigos a ver que Jesucristo es mensaje, La Palabra que todos estan esperan-
do recibir....Necesitamos siempre estar atentos para descubrir nuevos caminos nuevas avenidas y puertas al
evangelio, nuevos modos de comunicar a Cristo y de infundir el espiritu de la cristiandad en nuestra cultura.
Siempre tenemos que estar buscando el lenguaje que mejor comunique el evangelio.” - Nuestra Parroguia

You will be my witnesses

In his pastoral letter to the Archdiocese of San Antonio on the call to evangelize, Archbishop José Gomez,
recently named coadjutor in Los Angeles, comments on the influence of the media and information technol-
ogy on our society. He says that this revolution in human communication is already having implications in
the political systems and other areas of society. The archbishop asks a few questions: “What does it mean
to the people to always be connected, always accessible to others through email, text messages, social net-
works and mobile phones? With the growth of social network, are we taking the risk of becoming a “face”
present to others, are we becoming people who can no longer remain alone with our thoughts, people with
compulsive need to be entertained and distracted?

“How can we proclaim Christ in a culture flooded with so many face-to-face messages? Is the enormous
amount of information in our culture invading our capacity for contemplation, prayer and conversation with
God and for a true community?”

The archbishop is not advocating for the disappearance of these technologies and social networks. “What
we must do as a church and believers, is to find ways to use these technologies to help our friends to see
that Jesus Christ is the message, the Word everyone is waiting to receive. We must always remain alert to
discovering new ways, avenues and doors to the gospel, as well as new ways of communicating with Christ,
and infuse the spirit of Christianity in our culture. We must always be seeking the language that best com-
municates the gospel.”
