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From the Pastor:

As the parish gets ready to celebrate our 75th anniversary in 2011 and 2012, I am struck by our record of
75 years of helping those in need. I can remember as a child seeing people getting sandwiches from the rec-
tory. Father Creegan never turned anyone down. Many of the people who founded and first worked in Saint
Vincent's stores in Boise were from Saint Mary's, including both of my parents. Many of those who helped found
and continue to help run Corpus Christi House were and are Saint Mary's parishioners. And of course one of the
jewels in our crown is our incredible Saint Mary's Food Bank.

For a long time I have wanted to place in the church a permanent memorial to all of those from our parish
who have helped care for others. I have now found the right piece of art to be this memorial. It is an olive
wood statue of Jesus washing the foot of Saint Peter at the Last Supper. It is on display today in the narthex of
the church.

The piece, as you can see as you examine it, is incredibly well done. It is from Zacharia Brothers Art Studio
in Bethlehem, and was done by one of their world famous olive wood sculptors. It is an expensive piece of art,
but very much worth the expense.

I gave consideration to going out and finding a donor for this memorial, but decided that it would be more
appropriate for this memorial to be from the people of the parish. Therefore next weekend, Pentecost Sun-
day, at all five Masses there will be a special second collection taken up for this memorial and the building of a
stand for it to be placed on. There will be special envelopes in the pews for this special collection.

Please be generous as we honor those who have helped care for others for the past 75 years, and pray that
this parish community will continue to do that for many years to come.
