2009 change in the Ethical and Religious Directives for Catholic Health Care.  Since the appearance of this article, 

Saint Alphonsus has received a number of calls from patients concerned about whether their advanced directives 
would be honored at Saint Alphonsus.

      As the President and CEO of the Saint Alphonsus Health System and Saint Alphonsus Regional Medical Cen-

ter, I felt compelled to write a letter in response to a recent article published in your newspaper titled “Feeding-
tube rules an issue for Catholic hospitals.”  

 
Because Saint Alphonsus is a Catholic hospital, we were asked to comment regarding the revised Directive 58 and 

how Saint Alphonsus will respond.  While we gave our response, which was published verbatim as a side bar, we 

felt the article’s tone was confusing and did not accurately reflect the practice of Catholic hospitals, particularly of 
Saint Alphonsus.   

 
First and foremost, Saint Alphonsus honors and follows the advance directives of our patients.  In fact, we assist 

many patients in developing their advance directives and believe it’s important for persons to provide direction to 
caregivers and family members about their wishes should they be unable to speak for themselves at some future 

date.  

 
Secondly, we do not expect the clarification of Directive 58 to significantly change our practice at Saint Alphonsus.  

The directive speaks of a general obligation to provide food and water to patients, including using medical means 
when patients cannot eat or drink themselves.  However, when patients would not benefit from medically provided 

(artificial) nutrition and hydration (as at the end of life) or when the treatment causes an undue burden or medical 

complications, the patient and/or his family members, along with their physician, may elect not to use this form of 
treatment.   

 
Thirdly, the directive specifically addresses relatively rare conditions, such as persistent vegetative state (PVS) that 

are seldom encountered in an acute care hospital, such as Saint Alphonsus.   In the unusual case where there is a 

conflict between the patient wishes and a specific provision of the Ethical and Religious Directives, we would work 
with the patient and family to identify other options.   

 
No hospital or physician, including Saint Alphonsus, may ever initiate a non-emergency invasive procedure such as 

inserting a tube against the wishes of the patient or his/her surrogate.     
 

Finally and most importantly, we continue to provide compassionate care for patients at every stage of life and we 

respect the dignity of every person by following his or her wishes.  Advance directives are an excellent way of en-
suring that the patient is cared for as he/she would wish and we will continue to honor them.
