nos afecta a todos.  Las relaciones entre individuos, grupos sociales, y estados, como las que existen entre los 

seres humanos y el medio ambiente, deben estar marcados por el respeto y la caridad en la verdadò.

CARING FOR EARTH 

 My message this week is an ecotheological reflection take from Pope Benedict's message found in Nuestra 
Parroquia April 2010.  Published by the Claretians. 
 Several months ago the Conference on Global Warming was held garnering attention from the media and 

governments world- wide.  But caring for the earth is always a Christian concern especially during the start of the 
summer season when we are in greater contact with nature. Remembering his latest encyclical, Caritas in Veri- 

tate, Pope Benedict XVI reflected on the urgency to ñcall attention to the relationship between the Creator, hu-
man beings and the order of what has been created.ò  The Pope inquires whether we can remain indifferent to 

the problems associated with climate change, desertification, deterioration of large agricultural areas, contamina-

tion of rivers, the loss of biodiversity and the increase in natural catastrophes. 
 ñIt has become more and more evident,ò the Pope said, ñthat the subject of environmental deterioration 

challenges us to examine our lifestyle and the prevalent models of consumption and production, which could of-
ten be sustainable from the social, economic and environmental point of view. 

 ñWe cannot remain indifferent to what has been happening in our surrounding because the deterioration 

affects everyone.  The relationships between individuals, social groups and states, such as exist between human 
beings and the environment must be marked by respect and love in the truth.ò 

 The Pope takes his reflection further to challenge the families.  He comments that we cannot ask young 
people to respect the environment if we do not help them, within the family and social con- texts, to respect 

themselves.  ñOur responsibilities toward the environment emerge from our responsibilities toward the human 
being,ò said the Pope.  He concluded the message by stating that if we want to cultivate peace, we must protect 

creation.
