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From the Pastor:
There are a number of things I want to mention today. It is the time of year when that happens.

1) We have been searching for solutions to our problem of parking on Sunday morning. One of the suggestions is
to move the time of the 11 AM Mass to 10:30 AM. We cannot do that because of the Religious Education Program
which is held from 9:30 until 10:45 on Sunday morning. We would destroy our Religious Education Program if we
change the Mass times. The best solutions are to have people direct traffic in the main parking lot, and for as many
people as possible to park at St. Mary's Crossing.

2) Advent begins next weekend. This week we will pass out the Advent Booklets. Please use them well. Our Ad-
vent Penance Service here at St. Mary's is Monday, December 10th. A list of the other parishes' Penance Services is
elsewhere in the bulletin.

3) Our central feature for Advent will be a series of talks by Kevin Saunders, our famous and favorite scripture
scholar. Kevin will be here at the Masses on the 15th and 16th of December. On the following Monday and Tuesday
he will give a two-part series on the meaning of the Christmas texts. He will give the same talk twice each day, once
at 10 AM at Sacred Heart, and then in the evening at 7 PM in the church here at St. Mary's. Please plan to attend, it
will be great.

4) There will be a special Mass on Saturday, December 8th, at 8:30 AM for the feast of the Immaculate Conception
of the Blessed Virgin Mary. We normally do not have a Saturday morning Mass but that day we will have one.

5) Finally a great thank you to all of those who made the St. Mary's Ball such a great event.

The feast of Christ the king is one of the most important feasts of the liturgical year because we celebrate Christ as
King of the Universe. His kingdom is the kingdom of truth, life, holiness and grace, justice, love and peace. This
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feast was established by Pope Pius XI, on March 11, 1925. However, this date was later moved to the end of the
liturgical year so that the liturgical year eneded with a feast that would highlight Christ as the center of our universal
history. He is the Alpha and the Omega, the beginning and the end. Christ's reign is eternal and universal. That is
to say, it is for always and for all people of all places and all times. In Mexico, this feast has a special significance.
On February 11, 1923, the apostolic delegate in Mexico, Bishop Filippi, blessed the ground breaking of the monument
to honor Christ the King in the geoopgraphic center of the Mexican Republic: on the hill of Cubilete in the state of
Guanajuato. Itis a reminder of the Cristera War, the "Cristiada" which took place between 1923 and 1929. Many
priests and lay people were killed during this war. Some of them today are canonized saints and venerated by the
church. All of them died while crying out "Long Live Christ!" This is why during Mass this weekend we will sing out:

Long Live Christ, long live our King!
