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From the Pastor: 
 

One of my goals as pastor of Saint Mary's is to give us a clear, easy to understand system of financial report-
ing.  When I came here five years ago as pastor we had a very fine system which was very accurate, but some of it 

was still done by hand, and it was unduly complicated.  We have managed to restructure all of the methods we use 
to manage our finances.  There are still a number of things yet to be done, but I am very proud of how the parish 

staff, the Parish Pastoral Council, the School Governing Board,  and the Development and Finance Council have 

worked together to make our financial reporting so much easier. 
 

Building Fund 
 

At the present time there are three main areas of parish finance.  A few weeks ago I sent out in a letter to the parish 

a statement on the first of these, the Building Fund, and the finances for the renovation and expansion of the church 
building.  By the nature of how we acquire money into the Building Fund and how we will spend it, the Building 

Fund does not fall easily into a year-by-year reporting method. 
 

Parish Assets 
 
The second area of parish finance is a listing of the parish assets.  This is more complicated than it first may appear, 

and work continues to be done in this area.  Our assets consist of what we own and our savings.  The sale and re-
moval of the old rectory and the renovation of the church obviously mean those figures are in flux. 

 

Revenues and Expenses 
 

The third area is the yearly revenues and expenses of the three main entities of Saint Mary's, the parish, the school, 
and the food bank.  We track and report these revenues and expenses on a fiscal year basis running from July 1 

through the following June 30.  The attached 2006-2007 fiscal year report is the first we have given which shows the 

individual figures for the three main entities and the consolidated figures. 
 

Some comments on the Revenues and Expenses report:  1)  The Food Bank report shows both the income from do-
nations and income from the parish subsidy ($12,000 in the 2006-2007 fiscal year). We started paying rent for the 

Food Bank in February of 2007 and that is reflected under the administrative costs.  2)  The School Governing Board, 
the School Business Manager and the School Principal have done a great job in restoring the school to financial sta-

bility.  When it was discovered that the school had for a number of years excessively overspent, many changes were 

made.  The parish gave the school two years of extra subsidy from parish savings, the last year of which is reflected 
on this report. 

 
The parish report shows a very lean budget for a parish of this size, with over a fourth of the money collected going 

to school subsidies and diocesan assessments.  We do show an expense overage this year, funded out of savings, 

which reflects some of the expenses for moving the parish offices and some unexpected maintenance items.   How-
ever such a year in the red is not unusual in a parish undergoing a major fund drive with people giving not only to 

the church but also fulfilling their pledges.  We hope that when the pledges are paid off our income will move up to 
cover all of our expenses.
