Acogiendo a Cristo en el migrante. ―Señor ¿cuándo te vimos de forastero…y no te asistimos? Y El les replicará‖ ‗Yo 

les aseguro que, cuando no lo hicieron con uno de aquellos más insignificantes, tampoco lo hicieron conmigo‖ (Mt 

25: 44-45). Vivimos en una ®poca en que los forasteros entre nosotros se han convertido en fuente de sospecha y 
temor. El mandamiento de Jesús de acoger a estos forasteros como lo acogeríamos a El está reñido con gran parte 

del sentimiento prevaleciente expresado hoy. El espíritu estadounidense históricamente generoso ha sido reemplaza-
do en algunos sectores con llamados al aislamiento y la restricción. En este ambiente de temor ¿cómo debe respon-

der un cristiano? El llamado de Cristo no cambia: estamos obligados a acoger al forastero con amor sabiendo que ―el 
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amor perfecto excluye el temor‖ (I Jn 4: 18). Este amor purificador por Dios y el prójimo fue el tema de la primera 
encíclica del Papa Benedicto XVI, Deus Caritas Est (Dios es Amor). Para ser acogidos nosotros mismos en esta liber-

tad, debemos estar dispuestos a acoger a otros. La Biblia relata cautivadoras historias del amor de Dios por la gente 

que está desplazándose. Nuestro Salvador vivió con su familia como refugiado porque su propia tierra no era segura. 
En todo su ministerio activo, Jesús nos es mostrado como migrante: maestro y sanador, viajando por Judea y Sama-

ria para compartir su mensaje de amor, acogida y salvación para todas las personas. El no tenía un hogar propio y 
dependía de la hospitalidad de los demás para sus necesidades y las de sus discípulos. Jesús reafirma  el manda-

miento del Antiguo Testamento de amar y cuidar al forastero, uno de los criterios fundamentales por los cuales sere-
mos juzgados: ―Porque estuve hambriento y me dieron de comer, sediento y me dieron de beber, era forastero y me 

hospedaron‖ (Mt 25: 35).

Welcoming Christ in the Migrant. ―Lord, when did we see you a stranger... and not minister to your needs? He will 
answer them, ‗Amen, I say to you, what you did not do for one of these least ones, you did not do foe me‖ (Mt 25: 

44-45). We live in an age when strangers in our midst have become a source of suspicion and fear. Jesus‘ command 
for us to welcome these strangers as we would welcome Him is at odds with much of the prevailing sentiment ex-

pressed today. The historically generous American spirit has been replaced in some quarters with calls for isolation 
and restriction. In this fearful environment, how is a Christian to respond? Christ‘s call is unchanging: we are obliged 

to welcome the stranger with love, knowing that ―perfect love casts out all fear‖ (1 Jn 4: 18). This purifying love for 

God and neighbor was the subject of the first encyclical of Pope Benedict XVI, Deus Caritas Est –God is Love. To be 
welcomed into this freedom ourselves we must be willing to welcome others. The Bible tells us compelling stories of 

God‘s love for people on the move. Our Savior and his family lived as refugees because their own land was not safe. 
Throughout his ministry, Jesus is portrayed as a migrant: a teacher, and healer traveling through Judea and Samaria 

to share his message of love, welcome, and salvation for all people. He had no place of his own and relied on the 

hospitality of others for his and his disciples‘ needs. Jesus establishes the love and care we show for strangers as the 
standard by which we shall be judged: ―For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me 

drink, a stranger and you welcomed me‖ (Mt 25: 35). (Excerpts from Welcoming Christ in the Migrant. Catholic Social 
Teaching on Migration.
