much a part of Saint Mary’s. I have
been asked to write about Monsi-
gnor John J. Creegan.

Early in 1937, Bishop Edward Kelly
called young Father John Creegan
to come to Boise from his parish in
Hailey, which included the newly
opened ski resort of Sun Valley.
Bishop Kelly was in the middle of a
very touchy and sensitive project,
opening a second parish in Boise
City.

The bishop had purchased land
quite far out of town, almost at the
end of the Ellis development. He
had come under serious criticism
from the older priests for going so
far out State Street, far beyond
where the city would grow. He had
rejected one of the recommended
sites at 16th and State streets,
where a few years later Joe Albert-
son opened his first market.

The bishop had named the chancel-
lor, Father Alois Jentges, as the first
pastor of the yet unopened parish,
to help with the construction, but in
reality Bishop Kelly supervised the
construction himself, making sure
that the pews in the English country
style church were never more than
9 inches apart.

As the church neared completion
he needed to appoint a real pastor,
someone who could ensure that all
the people west of 15th Street

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came to and supported the new
Saint Mary of the Immaculate Con-
ception Parish. The bishop’s choice
was the young Father John
Creegan, born in America, but
raised in Ireland, and nephew to the
old veteran priest, Father Michael
Mc Gowan.

It was in fact, “Uncle Mike” who had
inspired his nephew to become a
priest. He also told John that if he
wanted to serve in America he
should be educated in America.
Since John had been born in New
York, but had returned to Ireland
with his mother after the death of
his father, he was an American citi-
zen.

He traveled to Helena, Montana, for
college and then to Emmitsburg,
Maryland, for seminary training,
with his ordination on June 8, 1930.

In just seven years young Father
Creegan served in Boise, Emmett,
Idaho Falls, Shoshone and finally
Hailey before coming back to Boise
to begin Saint Mary’s. (This was
very typical of the way Bishop Kelly
moved his priests around.) His re-
sponsibilities included not only get-
ting the parish up and running, but
paying off the debt on the new
church and eventually the rectory.

In the years up to and during the
Second World War, Father Creegan
visited every household in the par-
ish. He was helped in this by a

variety of assistant pastors who
joined him as soon as the rectory
was finished.

In 1948 he built a four-classroom
school above a combination parish
and school hall, and in 1949 the
Sisters of Saint Benedict came to
Boise for the first time, teaching 60
to 65 students with two grades in
each classroom. In 1955 he built
the second floor of the school, and
in 1959 he remodeled the church,
replacing some of the particularities
inherent in any Bishop Kelly de-
signed church, to bring it up to the
standards of the time.

Father Creegan became Monsignor
Creegan in 1966, and after 37
years of service to the parish, died
on May 13, 1974.

He was a truly extraordinary man,
deeply and fully committed to the
Church, an incredible preacher, a
connoisseur of art, a skilled diplo-
mat within the Church, a great
teacher and mentor, and most of all
exceedingly kind. He welcomed
Vatican II and was truly excited
about each and every change in the
Church and in the liturgy. His leg-
acy is seen in hundreds of ways in
Saint Mary’s, in the diocese of
Boise, and in those priests who
were his associates or who grew up
in the parish, including Father John
Donoghue, Father Roger La
Chance, Father Dennis Day, Father
John Koelsch, and me.

What Saint Mary’s is today is built
on the foundation laid out by Father
John Creegan. He was a wonderful
gift.

A STRANGER AMONG
US? By Joanne Lechner

Fr. John Cunningham soon proved
he was not a stranger among us at
all. His good natured friendliness
and sense of humor were readily
available to anyone who spoke with
him. Ordained in Ireland, June 10,
1956, he left the Emerald Isle 48
days later for the Diocese of Los
Angeles for parish ministry.

Upon his retirement he moved north
to the slightly less congested area
of Bend, Oregon, and currently is a
circuit priest for clergy on the move
on weekends in the Diocese of
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The name Stephen Ministry comes from Saint Stephen,
whose life and ministry is described in Acts chapters 6
through 8. Stephen was one of seven persons commis-
sioned by the Apostles to provide caring ministry. These
needs were for care in the church and community that
the apostles could not meet alone. The church was
committed to caring and addressed these needs by
involving others in ministry. Stephen Ministry has been
described as a gift to all who are touched by it - Stephen
Ministers, Stephen Leaders, pastors, care receivers and
entire congregations.

Stephen Ministries has been in existence since 1975.
This is the beginning of our 8th year here at Saint
Mary's. The logo shows two persons, one behind the
cross who is broken, and one in front of the cross who is
in the process of being made whole. This indicates that
the cross is the path to healing and wholeness.

To become a Stephen Minister, you
need to have a heart for
others...have a heart of mercy, the
desire to set aside your own agenda
and listen to another. You need to
be teachable. The training consists
of 50 hours in topics and skills
related to caring ministries. This
training is done by Stephen Leaders
in our parish.

Stephen Ministers are lay people
in our parish who, under the
covering of our pastor, provide
ongoing (one on one) care to
people who are experiencing a
wide range of life needs or crisis.
One exciting aspect of this
ministry is that care receivers are
not limited to parish boundaries or
denomination.

Any person who is in a crisis from:
the loss of a loved one, a terminal disease, the loss of a
job or relationship, or any catastrophic event that
causes someone to need a listening ear is where a
Stephen Minister may be called. Usually contact with a
Stephen Minister begins from a referral from either the
pastor or someone who is aware of the situation. In this
case, a call to Saint Mary’s (344-2597) or to either of the
Stephen Leaders, Darcy Amburn @ 342-2988 or Linda
Leonard @ 336-8773, will get the ball rolling.

Usually, a Stephen Minister visits with their care
receiver about an hour to an hour and a half a week.
Everything is done with integrity and respect for the care
receiver’s need for confidentiality. There is group and
pastoral supervision and referrals to professionals as
needed. It is a privilege to be used in this way...to be
Jesus hands extended.
